26. Page 178, 12.2.6.2, SPECIAL-NAMES, syntax rule 19:  hyphenate all occurrences of "numeric edited" in the rule and the note.





27. Page 199, 12.3.4.11.3, RECORD DELIMITER clause, general rule 3:  delete "ANSI X3.27 and".  (ANSI and ISO standards are the same; only the ISO one is referenced in normative references.)





28. Page 247, 13.15.13.3, CODE-SET clause, general rule 4, second paragraph:  change "Alpha-name-1" to "Alphabet-name-1"





29. Page 304, paragraph 13.15.41.3, PROPERTY general rule 2, second method definition:





    a.  Correct the indention of the lead-in sentence





    b.  Terminate LINKAGE SECTION with a period.





30. Page 350, paragraph 14.5.1, make the heading "Section" plural

31. Page 438, Table 20:





    a.  Replace "Open" in the top heading box over the right-most 5 columns with "Most restrictive existing sharing mode and open mode".





    b.  Delete the slant and the words "Most restrictive ...  open mode" from the heading over the left-most 2 columns.





    c.  Center "Open request" horizontally in the left-most heading box.





    d.  Put a space between the left vertical line and the words in the first column.





(The meaning is clearer, and it gets rid of the awkward spacing.)





32. Page 713, B.3, Processor-dependent element list:  change the heading at the top of the page to "Processor-dependent element list" to match the title.  (Automate page headings as much as possible to avoid this type of problem.)





33. Page 732, Annex D, D.4.1.1, Source level organization, second paragraph, remove the erroneous space in Objec t oriented concepts.





34. Page 732, D.4.1.1, third paragraph, 4th line: change "which" to "that".





35. Page 756, D.11, last paragraph:  delete the last two sentences.  (a) not essential to understanding the concept; b) still references ANSI X3.4; c) more alphabet names have been added and this section is easy to overlook when updating.)





36. Page 757, D.12, Internationalization, fourth paragraph, in the example:  put a period after LC-CTYPE.





37. Page 816, Annex F.2, Substantive changes not affecting:  delete item 15, Character set standards.





    (This was replaced by substantive changes potentially affecting items 7 and 8.)





38. Page 820, item 68:  put a closing parentheses after "UCS-4"





39. Page 821, substantive changes:





    a.  Entry 93, add the following as the second sentence:





    "Previously, the report writer was a separate module and its implementation was optional."





    b.  delete entry 95.





(Entry 93 says the same thing as 95, except this sentence was not included.)
