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PROPOSED CHANGES:





1.  Page 38, 6.1.2, Continuation of lines, 5th paragraph:





    a.  change in part to read "... reference format.  The rules may include limits on the size of national literals and may specify that continuation is not supported."





    b.  add the following note after the 5th paragraph:





    "NOTE - Literals may be concatenated to achieve continuation.".





(To clarify because item 36 of the implementor-defined list implies continuation is required.)





2.  Page 697, introductory paragraph, first sentence:  delete "the syntax or general rules for".





(To allow for items specified in text other than a syntax or general rule.)





3.  Page 697, introductory paragraph, third bullet:  change in part to read "... associated feature or language element is implemented, this  ...".





(The "thing" upon which an item is conditioned is not always an optional language element; e.g., a switch.)





4.  Page 697, introductory paragraph:  add a new paragraph after the fourth bullet as follows:





"A short header and optional parenthetical text provide a paraphrase of the detailed specification located in the body of this draft International Standard and direct the reader to that detail.  A cross-reference is provided for cases where the header phrase is not listed in the index.".





5.  Page 697, items 1, 2, 3, and 4:  delete the entire cross reference.





6.  Page 697, delete item 5.





(This is a redundancy.  The text just repeats what's said in the SIGN clause.  I added a reference to Algebraic signs in item 145.)





7.  Page 697, delete item 6.





(This is an item I had difficulty relating to the text; by the time I found it, I had already added the new item 29 - which is better stated.)





8.  Page 697, item 7:





    a.  change "presentation format" to "external media format".





    (Terminology changed to external media format.)





    b.  second and third sentences, change to:





"This item is optional.  This item, if provided by the implementor, shall be documented in the implementor's user documentation.".





    (The implementor is not required to support this.)





9.  Page 697, items 8, 9, 10, and 11:





    a.  Replace the heading with "FILE-CONTROL entry, ASSIGN clause"





    (These items are found under FILE-CONTROL, not under ASSIGN.)





    b.  delete the entire reference





10. Page 697, item 9, change "rules" in parenthetical to "rules for external file connectors").





11. Page 698, item 12, delete the entire cross reference





12. Page 697, item 14:





    a.  change the heading and parenthetical to "CALL-CONVENTION clause (meaning of call-convention-name)"





    b.  delete the entire cross reference





13. Page 698, item 15,





    a.  second sentence:  change "required" to "conditionally required because it is conditioned upon support for calling non-COBOL programs.".





    b.  third sentence:  change to "This item, if provided by the implementor, shall be documented in the implementor's user documentation."





    c.  delete the entire cross reference





(There is no requirement to support calls to non-COBOL programs.)





14. Page 698, items 16 through 20:  delete the entire cross reference.





15. Page 698, items 21 and 22:  change "which of those" to "which one of the" in the parenthetical.





16. Page 698, item 23:  delete the entire cross reference.





17. Page 698, item 24:  change the parenthetical to read "mapping of basic letters, digits, and special characters to coded character sets"





18. Page 698, item 25:





    a.  Replace the second sentence with "This item is conditionally required because it is conditioned upon lack of graphic representation of basic characters."





    b.  Change the third sentence in part to read:  "This item, if provided by the implementor, shall ... ".





19. Page 698, delete item 27.





(It seems to be an inadequate duplicate of item 29)





20. Pages 698 and 699, item 28:





    a.  replace the heading with "SPECIAL-NAMES paragraph, ALPHABET clause, code-name-1"





    b.  replace the entire first parenthesized phrase with the following:





"(alphanumeric coded character set and collating sequence; ordinal number of characters; correspondence with native alphanumeric character set)"





    c.  Delete the reference (it's wrong)





21. Page 699, item 29, replace the heading with "SPECIAL-NAMES paragraph, ALPHABET clause, code-name-1 and code-name-2"





    a.  delete the reference (it's wrong)





    b.  penultimate sentence:  change to read "This item is optional."





    c.  last sentence:  change in part to read "This item, if provided by the implementor, shall be ..."





(There is no requirement for the implementor to specify any code-set-names for use in the alphabet clause.  This is clear in the specification on page 176, sr 10.)





22. Page 699, item 30:





    a.  replace the heading with "SPECIAL-NAMES paragraph, ALPHABET clause, code-name-2"





    b.  replace the entire first parenthesized phrase with the following:





"(national coded character set and collating sequence; ordinal number of characters; correspondence with native national character set)"





    c.  Delete the reference (it's wrong)





    d.  Delete the last two sentences and replace with the following:





"This item is conditionally required because it is conditioned upon the existence of a code-name.  This item, if provided by the implementor, shall be documented in the implementor's user documentation."





23. Page 699, renumber 29 as 27 and add the following as 29:





"29)  SPECIAL-NAMES paragraph, ALPHABET clause, literal phrase (ordinal number of characters not specified).  This item is required.  The implementor shall document the scheme used for assigning the ordinal number, but does not need to specify the ordinal number character-by-character. ".





(This depends on what native character set is used at runtime, which may be dynamic.  This item was missing entirely.)





24. Page 699, item 31:  delete "are mapped".





25. Page 699, item 34:





    a.  change the heading and parenthetical in part to read: "OBJECT-COMPUTER paragraph (computer-name for identifying ... ).





    b.  delete the entire cross reference





26. Page 699, item 36, change the heading "Continuation of lines" to "Reference format".





(To collect with other reference format elements and to make it easier to find the item in the text.)





27. Page 699, item 43:





    a.  replace the header with "OBJECT-COMPUTER paragraph (default object computer)".





    b.  delete the entire cross reference





28. Page 699, item 44, replace the heading with "SPECIAL-NAMES paragraph (device-name)".





(There is nothing in the text of SPECIAL-NAMES that says an implementor defines the device-names.  There is an off-handed statement in 8.3.1.1.1.14.  There is nothing in SPECIAL-NAMES that says an implementor defines the feature-names and switch-names.  There is also a device-name in the SELECT clause, which I did not find in this list.  These elements need more investigation.)

    a.  change the header and parenthetical to "REPOSITORY paragraph (how external repository and class-specifier determine which class is used)."





    b.  delete the entire cross reference





31. Page 700, item 56, change the parenthetical in part to read:  "... character set; correspondence between upper and lower case)."





32. Page 700, item 59:





    a.  change the heading and parenthetical to "SPECIAL-NAMES paragraph, external switches (which may be used in the SET statement)"





    b.  delete the entire cross reference





33. Page 700, item 61, replace header with "RECORD DELIMITER clause (feature-name)."





34. Page 700, item 62, replace header with "SPECIAL-NAMES paragraph (feature-name)."





35. Page 701, items 69 through 71:  delete the entire cross reference





36. Page 701, items 72: delete the rule number from the cross reference





37. Page 701, item 74:





    a.  change the header and parenthetical to read:  "Function keys (context-dependent keys, function number, and method for enabling and disabling)."





    b.  change "required" to "optional" in the second sentence





    c.  change the last sentence in part to read "This item, if provided by the implementor, shall ...".





(Ideally, this would be 2 entries -- one for the keys (optional) and the other for the rest of it (conditional), but I think one entry is not ambiguous.  It's just inconsistent with the way others have been done.)
